Customised Award in Inspection & Testing 
of Electrical Installations including Periodic 
Inspection to BS 7671 (214)

This programme has been designed for 
qualified electricians who want to cover  
the full scope of inspection and testing.  
This programme is recommended for those 
involved in the inspection and testing of both 
new and existing installations.

This course is delivered over two training 
days. Day one covers inspection and testing  
of new installations while day two covers 
inspection and testing of existing installations 
(periodic inspections).

Customised Award in Requirements for 
Electrical Installations to BS 7671 (218)

This programme has been designed for 
qualified electricians responsible for 
ensuring that electrical installations are 
installed and commissioned in accordance 
with current requirements.

This course uses a combination of delivery 
methods, including completion of a short 
online course and attendance at a one-day 
training course.

Installations to BS 7671) under the SELECT

Scottish Building Standards –  
ACC 3-Year Renewal (408)

This self-study programme provides the 
necessary information for an Approved 
Certifier of Construction (ACC) to remain  
up to date with Scottish Building Standards 
guidance and legislation. The programme is 
designed to be flexible and can be studied at 
any time and place to suit the candidate.

ECS Health, Safety & Environmental (102)

This one-day assessed course is intended  
to update electrotechnical personnel on 
electrical and general construction industry 
health, safety and environmental standards in 
line with the Construction Skills Certification 
Scheme (CSCS) skill card requirements.

This Electrotechnical Certification Scheme 
(ECS) training course has been developed by 
SELECT in conjunction with the Scottish 
Joint Industry Board (SJIB). On completion 
of the course, participants will sit the ECS 
multiple choice question paper.

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The Electrotechnical Site Safety Assessment (222)

The Electrotechnical Site Safety Assessment 
(TESSA) is a one-day Qualifications Scotland-
approved course relevant to any candidate  
who is not a qualified electrician or other 
tradesperson, who is employed, or will shortly 
be employed, in a role which will require them 
to access construction sites, either sporadically 
or on a regular basis.

It is applicable broadly across the 
construction industry and related industries 
and has been accredited to SCQF Level 6  
by Qualifications Scotland.

Participants who successfully complete  
the course will be awarded with a Qualifications 
Scotland certificate that will be acceptable to 
the SJIB for those applying for new ECS Cards.

Candidates who pass this course should  
have the ability to operate safely within their 

abilities on a construction site, demonstrate  
a good level of knowledge about health and 
safety practice and demonstrate a basic level  
of knowledge about the structures and 
mechanisms associated with regulation  
of electrical work.

The course is made up of two separate  
parts – a home study pack and a one-day 
course. The one-day course includes assessed 
workbook exercises and questions. Candidates 
must successfully complete both the ECS 
Health, Safety and Environmental Assessment 
and the course workbook before we can apply 
for the certificate from Qualifications Scotland.

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Safe Isolation (217)

This half-day course is intended to provide 
practical guidance for qualified electricians  
on low voltage safe isolation procedures during 
construction projects.

The aim is to prevent incidents which  
could result in electric shock or burn injuries 
to employees or other workers.

The course is particularly relevant to 
circumstances where work is being carried  
out in the presence of other trades, and to sites 
where more than one electrician is employed, 
although the principles will apply generally.

Site Supervisory Course (215) 

This two-day course is a standalone  
practical course that introduces the key  
non-technical skills required of Site 
Supervisors. This course is designed for 
supervisors and team leaders who have  
had no formal management training. The 
course will explore in detail the role and 
responsibilities of the supervisor and examine 
the key principles of managing teams and 
resources in order to get the  
best out of them.

This course meets one of the requirements 
set out by the SJIB for those electricians 
interested in becoming graded as a 
Technician Electrician.

In-Service Inspection and Testing of Electrical Equipment (207)

This one-day course is recommended  
to electrical practitioners involved in 
inspection and testing of electrical 
equipment including mobile equipment.

Its aim is to provide an understanding  
of the obligations under the Electricity at 
Work Regulations, to consider the guidance 

provided in the IET Code of Practice  
on In-service Inspection and Testing  
of Electrical Equipment (5th Edition),  
and the knowledge to competently carry  
out inspection, testing and the need  
for reporting and record-keeping of 
electrical equipment.

This two-day course covers the installation of 
dedicated Electrical Energy Storage Systems
(EESS) in accordance with the IET Code of 
Practice for Electrical Energy Storage Systems.
This course will provide theoretical and 
practical knowledge enabling you to apply  
the relevant regulations and guidance when 
involved with battery storage systems.

Solar PV

This three-day course is aimed at experienced 
domestic and commercial electricians, who 
wish to include solar PV in their offering. This 
course would also be suitable for electricians 
who are responsible for the maintenance of 
solar PV units.

Note:  This course will enable you to meet  
the training entry requirements for the 
Microgeneration Certification Scheme (MCS).  
It does not give you MCS Accreditation.

Domestic Ventilation

This one-day course is designed to provide 
those who install domestic ventilation systems 
in dwellings with information on the relevant 
legislation and guidance to enable correct 
installation, inspection, testing, commission 
and handover of such systems in Scotland.

A SELECT Certificate for Domestic 
Ventilation training will be awarded on 
satisfactory completion of the course which 

includes a short open book multi-choice 
assessment. The course also includes  
several practical calculations for airflow 
requirements and measurement.

Its aim is to provide information and 
guidance to enable installers to comply  
with Building (Scotland) Regulations and  
the standards applicable to ventilation  
in domestic premises. 
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Customised Award in Electric Vehicle 
Charging Equipment Installations (324)

This one-day Qualifications Scotland-
approved course for qualified electricians 
aims to provide expert guidance to 
learners wishing to gain knowledge  
and understanding of electric vehicle 
charging equipment installations.

By the end of this course, learners will 
understand and be able to design and install 
domestic, commercial and industrial electrical 
vehicle charging installations.

It is  
also suitable update training for those 
SELECT Members that are assessed in 
Work Category 3.4.

Candidates will gather knowledge and 
confidence to be able to design, install, 

commission and maintain fire detection and 
alarm systems in accordance with the current 
British Standards.

They will be in a position to take full 
advantage of the ever-growing demand for 
these skills within new constructions and the 
implementation of legislation and insurance 
requirements.
